The Lennard Trails were the original focus
for mountain biking in southwest W.A. The
trails follow old forestry tracks through the
jarrah forest around the ridge and down
into the Collie River valley. They offer
spectacular views over the valley.

THE LENNARD HALF CIRCUIT

6km return, a mostly easy ride with some
steep sections. Ideal for beginners.

THE LENNARD EULL CIRCUIT

9km return, partly follows the same route
as the half circuit. The 3 extra kms has a
number of steep sections.

THE MILL BROOK TRAIL

11.5km return, descends steeply into the
valley and follows the scenic Collie River
before a climb out of the valley along
Sailor's Gully and back to the trail head.

The trails offer riding for all levels of fitness
and ability, but beginners and those not
so fit are advised to ride the Lennard Half
Circuit first.

Take care, as vehicles, walkers and others

‘may be using the trail. Keep left.
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
